Summary of Financial Statement (Exhibits C-E )
Beth Kelly reported on the profit and loss statement, the TDA balance sheet, and the TDA financial statement. Cash on hand ending July 20, 2020, is $336,989.17, which does not include July revenues.  Ed Strickland made a motion to accept the financial reports as presented, seconded by Angie Minnick, the motion carried unanimously.

Presentation by Indie On Air Records
Jeff Popka, CEO of Indie On Air Records, and Paul Surowiec , CFO of Indie On Air Records, spoke to the board regarding their history with concert production and experiences with independent music production. They added that they were interested in touring possible Sanford sites for future concerts.
Executive Director Updates
TDA Executive Director Wendy Bryan updated the board on the following initiatives:
-The County Commissioners unanimously voted to place a Parks and Recreation Bond Referendum on the November ballot. If passed, the bonds would allow for the construction of a Multi Sports Complex.
-The TDA has partnered with SAGA and DSI to promote a SafeSanford campaign through WRAL and social media outlets.
-The Visit Sanford Preview with AJGA is scheduled for August 17-21.
-The TDA will use current golf and fishing video assets to advertise on You Tube, allowing for interest-specific advertising, as well as geographical targeting.
Avenir Bold Update
Jan Johnson gave an overview of the social media campaign and website updates that have taken place this month. The VisitSanford social media audience continues to grow, although she noted a flattening over the last 30 days. Avenir Bold will assess the most popular topics and plan future posts for maximum interest. Mrs. Johnson also announced that the Sanford TDA has been awarded a $3,500 grant from Our State magazine, and outlined the plan for new YouTube advertising.
