
MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE 
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANFORD

 The City Council met at the Sanford Municipal Center, 225 E. Weatherspoon Street, on 
Tuesday, November 18, 2008, at 7:00 P.M.  The following people were present:

 Mayor Pro Tem Joseph Martin called the meeting to order.  Council Member James 
Williams delivered the invocation.  
 
PUBLIC COMMENT – (Exhibit A) 
 Mike Humphrey, 503 Summit Drive, signed up to speak.  He said he has moved a house 
from Horner Boulevard to the corner of Vance and Sunset in the Historic District.   As part of the 
process through the building department, the site plan was approved and the Historic Board 
approved the site plan along with many other things that had to be determined by the Historic 
Board.    The problem he is having is that it has been four months that he has been trying to get 
an approval for the installation of the driveway.  Mr. Humphrey said the Public Works 
Department has a policy that has never been voted on as an ordinance so he has no repercussion 
such as going to the Board of Adjustment.  The situation is that their guideline is a ten-foot 
setback from the side of the property.   Mr. Humphrey continued that this has been a problem in 
the historic district with the small properties.   Back in the 1920s, homes were built different than 
they are today.    The fronts of them were narrow and then go back long so the lots in that area 
are 70 to 75 feet.  Because of the setbacks on that property - 25 feet off the front of the property 
and 20 feet off the side of the property because it is a corner lot, he only has one place to put the 
driveway.   It has been approved by everyone except the Street Division.   He said he could not 
get a good reason for there to be a setback.     
 
 Mayor Pro Tem Martin advised Mr. Humphrey that his time was up.   Mr. Martin stated 
that public comment is a time to hear concerns and not a time to get into negotiations or try to 
work out solutions at the podium.   He added that this situation needs to be turned over to the city 
manager or city attorney.    
 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA 
 City Manager Hal Hegwer requested to add an item to the Regular Agenda 9E. – 
Consider Resolution Authorizing Application for Urban Progress Zone Designation.   Council 
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Member Steve Brewer made the motion to approve the amended agenda.   Seconded by Council 
Member James Williams, the motion carried unanimously. 
     
CONSENT AGENDA 
Approval of October 21, 2008, City Council Minutes – (Filed in Minute Book 70) 
 
Approval of October 29, 2008, Law and Finance Committee Minutes (Filed in City Clerk’s 
Office) 
 The consent agenda items were approved upon motion of Council Member Mike Stone.   
Seconded by Council Member Walter McNeil, Jr., the motion carried unanimously. 
 
SPECIAL AGENDA 
Presentation of Farm-City Week  
 Bill Stone announced that they are kicking off Farm-City Week.   He introduced Jacob 
Nicholson and Kaycee Davis.   Mr. Davis recognized County Extension Director Susan Condlin 
and Agricultural Agent with the Cooperative Extension Stephanie Romelczyk in the audience. 
  
 Jacob Nicholson, President of the Southern Lee FFA Chapter, stated that in the United 
States most of the food consumed is produced by less than two percent of the population and that 
our agricultural system is the envy of the world.   Americans spend about eleven percent of 
disposable income for food, the lowest in the world.    
 
 Kaycee Davis, representing the 4-H Lemon Springs Horse Club of Lee County, 
announced the events planned for Farm-City Week. 
 
CASES FOR PUBLIC HEARING: held jointly with the Historic Preservation Commission     
Consider Local Historic Landmark Designation Application – (Exhibit B) 
 Community Development Director Bob Bridwell stated that the City of Sanford has 
received a request from the Brick Capital Community Development Corporation, Wicker LLC, 
for the designation of W. B. Wicker School, located at 900 S. Vance Street, as a Local Historic 
Landmark. 
 
 Mr. Bridwell advised that tonight’s meeting is a joint public hearing with the City 
Council and the Historic Preservation Commission.  He said this is similar to a rezoning public 
hearing and that no action will be taken tonight.  The HPC will convene at its regularly 
scheduled meeting, on Monday, November 24, at 7:00 P. M., where public comment will again 
be available and where the HPC may make a recommendation to City Council at that time.  An 
actual decision on the request will be heard at a future City Council meeting. 
 
 Mr. Bridwell stated that as Council recalls from a previous meeting, a local historic 
landmark is an individual property, which may be a building, structure, site, area, sign or other 
object, that has been designated by the appropriate governing board because the property has a 
special character, historic or aesthetic interest, or value.  NC General Statute §160A-400.5 allows 
a governing board to adopt an ordinance designating one or more historic landmarks.  Landmark 
designation is an honor.  It signifies recognition that the property is important to the heritage and 
character of the City and that its protection enriches all of the community residents. 
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 Mr. Bridwell explained that there is precedent for this request.  The City has designated 
one other building as a local historic landmark before; the Wilrik Hotel which is located in 
Downtown Sanford, received this designation in 1998. 
 
 Mr. Bridwell advised that staff has processed this request as a single issue request and no 
recommendation has been made (or is forthcoming) on any policy extending consideration to 
additional properties within the City.  Staff believes that any further consideration on additional 
properties is at Council’s discretion.  Mr. Bridwell stated that Downtown Sanford Executive 
Director David Montgomery will go through the process of designation. 
 
 Mr. Montgomery verified that a quorum of the Historic Preservation Commission (HPC) 
members were present in the audience for the public hearing. 
 
 Mayor Pro Tem Joe Martin opened the public hearing. 
 
 Mr. Montgomery explained what happens after a property is designated as a local historic 
landmark.  He stated that the property becomes subject to the same review process described 
under Local Historic Districts.  Prior to making changes to any exterior portion of the designated 
property, the property owner must obtain a COA from the HPC.  Under State law, the property 
owner may apply with the Lee County Tax Office for an annual 50 percent property tax deferral 
for the designated property. The tax deferral runs in perpetuity, unless the integrity of the 
property is lost or substantially impaired.  This deferral persists as long as the property retains its 
status as a historic landmark. 

 The Brick Capital Community Development Corporation – Wicker LLC has submitted a 
report for Council’s review (included in Council’s packet), which investigates the historical, 
architectural, and cultural significance of W.B. Wicker School.   Mr. Montgomery summarized 
the contents of that report. 
 
 Mr. Montgomery explained that the W.B. Wicker School, first known as the Lee County 
Training School, is a one-story brick building dating back to 1927 with additions made in 1934 
and 1949.  The school served as Sanford and Lee County’s African American School from 1927 
until it was decommissioned as a high school in 1969. 
 
 It was built by contractor, Arnold Lincoln “Link” Boykin, a leading member of Sanford’s 
black community and contractor of many commercial and residential homes throughout Sanford.  
Architects A.B. Hunter and L.M. Thompson collaborated on the design of the building. 
 
 The building was renamed the W.B Wicker School in 1954 after its first principal, 
William Bartelle Wicker.  In 1924, W.B. Wicker had become principal of the first well-
documented black school, South Sanford Graded School, an unpainted two-story frame built in 
the early 20th century.  Under his leadership, enrollment tripled to 30 students.  The Graded 
School soon became inadequate and the need for a new school was apparent.  Some funding for 
the school was attained through the Rosenwald Fund, named after Chicago philanthropist Julius 
Rosenwald, who helped support the construction of 5,357 schools, 800 of which were located in 
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North Carolina from 1910 to 1930.  W.B. Wicker was one of the largest Rosenwald facilities in 
the State with a library and ten classrooms.   
 
 By 1939, total enrollment, which included both elementary and high school students, 
numbered 200 and reached as high as 300 during the decade.  The Lee County Training School 
campus continued to grow after the mid-century as well with the addition of W.B. Wicker 
Auditorium and Gymnasium.  The school was eventually decommissioned as a high school in 
1969 when integration resulted in consolidation with the historically white Sanford High School.  
After 1969, the facility was used as a temporary home for other schools undergoing moves or 
remodeling.  It finally closed in 1990.  
 
 The building remained vacant and became deteriorated until the non-profit Brick Capital 
Development Corporation began an investigation of its reuse in 1997.    As part of the initial 
renovation process, this school was surveyed and nominated to the National Register of Historic 
Places and was eventually individually listed in December 2000.  It is listed on the Register 
under Criterion A in the areas of Education & Ethnic Heritage (Black) as Sanford and Lee 
County’s historic African American High School and as the focus of local efforts to enhance 
educational opportunities for blacks.  The school is also eligible under Criterion C in the area of 
Architecture as a largely intact example of an early-twentieth-century brick school of the era of 
school consolidation.  The period of significance extends from 1927 until 1950, encompassing 
the dates of the two additions. 
 
 Mr. Montgomery advised that the W.B. Wicker School has a number of notable 
architectural characteristics.  The building is linear in form, with the 1949 addition forming a 
rear wing at the north end, and it is utilitarian in design with features such as a prominent boiler 
flue that may represent intentional evocations of industrial architecture.  The interior features a 
central corridor that runs the length of the building that provides a circulation spine for 
classrooms on either side.  It is believed that its outside appearance may have been intended to 
reflect the philosophy espoused by Booker T. Washington emphasizing vocational training; 
furthermore, the unfinished appearance created by the buildings lack of a crowning façade may 
indicate original but unrealized plans for a second story.  The property’s landscaping, walkways, 
and so forth, date mainly to the 1950s-60s period. 
 
 Through numerous grants, loans, and private investment, including public investments by 
the City and County, the renovation of the building was completed in 2006.   It was carried out in 
accordance with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation and Guidelines for 
Rehabilitating Historic Structures.  The renovation has received final National Park Service 
approval indicating the rehabilitation guidelines were successfully incorporated. 
 
 Mr. Montgomery stated that The State Historic Preservation Office has had an 
opportunity to review the report and concludes that the designation report does provide adequate 
information to determine that it meets the local criteria for landmark designation.  It does 
suggest, however, that more photographic documentation and a more in-depth description of the 
interior may be needed.  Mrs. Kate Rumely, Brick Capital Corporation Director, has said that she 
should be able to provide that information to the City. 
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 Executive Director of Brick Capital CDC Kate Rumely spoke in favor and requested that 
Council make W. B. Wicker School a historical landmark of the designation.   It has cultural, 
historical, and architectural significance and was and continues to be a community asset and 
building.   
 
 Bill Wilson spoke in favor in support of the W. B. Wicker School project and asked that 
Council grant local historic landmark designation.  He said Brick Capital CDC has been 
partnering with the City since the early 1990s.    They have partnered with the City in housing 
and many other ventures over the years.    In 2001 and 2002, Brick Capital CDC received a DCA 
grant, along with self-help, the Federal Home Loan Bank, and the County of Lee put together a 
portfolio investing $6 million in the W. B. School project, and this project was completed in 
2006.   Mr. Wilson had the Brick Capital Board of Directors to raise their hands in the audience 
to show their support for the project.   There was also a quorum of the directors in the audience. 

 
 Robert Reives, Sr., spoke in favor of the designation.    He presented council members 
with a brochure from the Department of Commerce.    He said the W. B. School renovation 
project was entered into a National Community Development contest nationwide and won.      
People have come and visited the site to see the project.   Mr. Reives expressed his thanks and 
appreciation to Brick Capital and Kate Rumely for their work.     He said the City and County’s 
investment in the school was tremendous and has paid off.  The Brick Capital Board of Directors 
unanimously adopted support of this designation.   He asked that Council go forward with the 
designation. 
 
 John Carr, spoke in favor of the designation.   Mr. Carr said he has been a member of the 
Board of Directors for Brick Capital CDC for approximately five years.    When the building was 
first erected it was erected as a building to serve the community.   With the restoration and the 
people in it now, it is still a building for community service and a benefit for the City and 
County.   He requested designation of the building as a local landmark. 
 
 Barbara Partridge, President of the W. B. Wicker School Alumni Association, spoke in 
favor and asked that Council support this designation.   
 
 Jerry Lemmond, residing at 1403 Spring Lane, spoke in favor of the designation.  He said 
he has received several calls to show the W. B. Wicker School project from mayors and council 
members from a five-county area and they were truly impressed.   They wanted to see the works 
done by Brick Capital.   He said he has even heard the building called, “A Crown Jewel for the 
Community.”   Mr. Lemmond said it is a huge benefit for the community, for the City, and 
County, as well as Central Carolina Community College for the dental hygiene programs they 
have in the building.   He asked that Council support this designation. 
 
 Mike Humphrey, 503 Summit Drive, spoke and said he was not necessarily against the 
particular designation of landmark status.  He said that he thinks it is, as presented to Council, 
“that this is a one and only one opportunity for landmark status to be given,” is highly offensive 
to him.  He said there are many projects in this town that have equal or greater value for 
landmark status.   Mr. Humphrey said that for the Planning Department and the Historic 
Preservation Commission to only make this program available to one only seems to be very 
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illegal.   He commented that he was part of this process,  having sat on the Historic Board up 
until July of this year.   Mr. Humphrey talked with David Montgomery on Tuesday when he read 
that this joint meeting was going to be heard tonight.    Mr. Humphrey asked Mr. Montgomery if 
there was an application available because he wanted to submit an application for the home he 
lives in.   Mr. Montgomery told him no.   Mr. Humphrey said he asked Mr. Montgomery if there 
has been any criteria voted on by the Historic Board and Mr. Humphrey said he thought that the 
outcome or answer was that it had not.   Mr. Humphrey said the application before Council has 
not been voted on by the Historic Board and said that there are four members here tonight, so the 
criteria has not even been established.   He said that by not having criteria or something that 
basically says anything over 50 years old is open to the 50 percent tax credit is opening a can of 
worms.    He said the Railroad House, old City Hall, and the Temple Theatre are all projects that 
have been independently funded, just like his home and other homes that he owns that have been 
renovated at his expense.   Mr. Humphrey said the taxpayers are actually paying for this project 
twice.   Mr. Humphrey said this project did not follow the guidelines when remodeled; does not 
meet the guidelines, or the Secretary of Interior’s ten criterias for rehab with the original 
materials.    
 
 Mr. Humphrey said, “This is what the Historic Board will make its determination on – it 
must have special significance and retain a strong degree of its original integrity.”   He 
questioned if there was a legal quorum of the Historic Preservation Commission present tonight.   
By their bylaws, at least one does not meet a member in good standing portion and another does 
not meet the attendance requirement of those same bylaws.   
 
 Mr. Humphrey said the application must be accompanied with a payment of 
approximately $7,000 (half of their yearly tax) and asked if this has been paid.   Mr. 
Montgomery replied that this application has never been formally adopted.   Mr. Montgomery 
said he gave Kate Rumely what the Historic Board has been working on as a basis for her 
investigative report.   The UDO requires an investigation report to back up the cultural and 
architectural significance of it according to the UDO.   At this time, there is no official formally 
adopted application because there are some issues that still need to be addressed.    
 
 Mr. Humphrey stated that with this information, he asked Council to instruct the Historic 
Preservation to “put their ducks in a row and get with the program” and bring it back to Council 
at an appropriate time.    
 
 Mayor Pro Tem Martin praised Kate Rumely for her efforts in persevering with the W. B. 
School project and thanked her for the work she does for Brick Capital.   
 
 With no one else requesting to speak, the public hearing was closed. 
 
REGULAR AGENDA 
Consider Ordinance Amending the Annual Operating Budget of the City of Sanford FY 2008-
2009 – (Exhibit C)   
 Planner II Karen Kennedy explained that this budget ordinance reappropriates $1,927  
earmarked for the Youth Council Grant not expended in FY 07-08.    The City received $6,200 
from the Civic Education Consortium and Wal-Mart gave $5,000 to pursue the opportunities 
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with the Youth Council.   The original grant was for the internship for two of the members and 
for starting the Youth Council.  The Wal-Mart Foundation funds were for the discretion of the 
Youth Council.    Last year, the Youth Council did a “Read to Succeed” project and bought 
books for all the first graders in Lee County.    Some of the youth council members did attend the 
different schools and read to the youth.    After all the expenses and line item adjustments, the 
Youth Council has $1,927 left in the account.    
 
 Council Member Linwood Mann made the motion to adopt the Ordinance Amending the 
Annual Operating Budget of the City of Sanford FY 2008-2009.   Seconded by Council Member 
Steve Brewer, the motion carried unanimously. 
 
Consider Non-Contiguous Annexation by William C. Cole for Property Located South of the 
Intersection of Arthur Maddox Drive and US 1/15/501 and Encompasses Approximately 0.919 
Acres and is Presently Being Operated as a Kangaroo Express with Convenience Store Sales –
 Community Development Director Bob Bridwell stated that the resolution directs the city 
clerk to investigate a non-contiguous annexation received under N.C.G.S. 160A.58.1. 
 

 Consider Resolution Directing the City to Investigate a Non-Contiguous Annexation 
Petition Received Under NC G.S. 160A-58.1 – (Exhibit D) 
Council Member Mike Stone made the motion to adopt the Resolution Directing the City 
to Investigate a Non-Contiguous Annexation Petition Received Under N.C.G.S. 160A-
58.1.  Seconded by Council Member Walter McNeil, Jr., the motion carried unanimously. 

 
Consider Economic Development Incentive Agreement with 3M –  (Exhibit E) 
 Lee County Economic Development Director Bob Heuts stated that he is requesting to 
amend the agreement that the City and the County have with the Lee County Economic 
Development Corporation and 3M Corporation.    The time periods in the contract need to be 
changed.    He said they were hoping to have the new value on the books by January 1, 2009; 
however, it looks like it is going to be in the middle of the year.     He requested to amend the 
contract to start the payments in January 2011 instead of January 2010.   No other changes are 
requested to the contract. 
 
 Council Member Charles Taylor requested to be recused from discussion and voting due 
to him being employed with 3M.   So moved by Council Member Steve Brewer and seconded by 
Council Member Mike Stone, the motion carried unanimously. 
 
 Council Member Mike Stone said that with the economy like it is, this is a Fortune 50 
Company, not a Fortune 500 company.    You give them incentives and they laid off the second 
shift.     The Federal Government bails out the banks and GM and they want us to bail out 3M for 
another year.   He wants great companies that he can be proud; not something we continue to buy 
at some price.   Mr. Stone said 3M does not own the building; we will be giving incentives on 
rental property that someone owns.   He wants companies that want to make an investment.     
 
 Council Member Williams made the motion to approve the amended Economic 
Development Incentive Agreement with 3M.   Seconded by Council Member Steve Brewer, the 
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motion carried four to one with Council Member Mike Stone casting the dissenting vote and 
Council Member Charles Taylor was recused from voting.  
 
Consider Fiscal Year-End Summary – (Exhibit F) 
 Assistant Financial Services Director Beth Kelly gave a fiscal results summary for Fiscal 
Year End June 30, 2008.   She stated that in the General Fund the overall revenue came in at 8.5 
percent or $1,870,981 over budget due to the total sales taxes were greater than budgeted by 
12.95 percent, strong utility franchise taxes, and consistent investment income at $183,732 over 
budget which is influenced by interest rates.    Compared with the budget, the general fund 
expenditures were significantly less than anticipated.  
 
 Mrs. Kelly advised that the total fund balance at June 30, 2008, was $14,453,198.   We 
were able to contribute a little over $2.4 million to fund balance this past year due to the 
increase in revenues and the expenditures coming in less than budgeted.   Fund balance 
available for appropriation is $10,056,980; however, of this total Council has designated 
$893,400 for other post-employment benefits, $1,370,774 for use in FYE June 30, 2009, and a 
loan to the airport authority for hangar construction in the amount of $343,875.   After these 
designations, unreserved fund balance is $7,448,931 (this figure ties to the financial statements 
that were handed out).    Since then, the Council appropriated $90,000 for the demolition of the 
Whitin Roberts building, which brings our unreserved fund balance to 34.6 percent currently.  
Having a good strong fund balance will help us with a favorable credit rating from rating 
agencies and banks, which could save us millions of dollars in savings to the City based on the 
interest ratings particularly with the issuance of bonds for the WWTP expansion. 
 
 Mrs. Kelly stated that the Utility Fund revenues came in just over budget by $42,240 and 
the expenses were $2,574,027 less than budgeted due to the delay of the clearwell rehabilitation 
project, which is expected to cost $1.5 million.    
 
 Mrs. Kelly introduced John Gilberto, partner with McGladrey & Pullen – Certified Public 
Accountants, who presented the overall results and unqualified opinions regarding the City’s 
audit.    See Exhibit F. 
 
Consider Resolution Authorizing Application for Urban Progress Zone Designation – (Exhibit 
G) 
 Lee County Economic Development Director Bob Heuts explained that we already have 
an Urban Progress Zone designated in Sanford.   When this development zone program started 
years ago, the criteria changed some and just before last year, they also changed the name.   Just 
before last year, we applied for the Urban Progress Zone (UPZ) designation and received it and 
it is good until the end of December 2008.    We are reapplying and the same criteria is still in 
place.   The same area is being applied for to be designated as a UPZ again.   Mr. Heuts 
requested Council to authorize the application.   This is the second year of the UPZ.   This 
provides additional state tax credits to businesses which locate within the Urban Progress Zone 
for jobs created and also for machinery put in place in these facilities.    
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 Council Member Linwood Mann made the motion to adopt the Resolution Authorizing 
Application for Urban Progress Zone Designation.   Seconded by Council Member Steve 
Brewer, the motion carried unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS 
 Council Member Walter McNeil, Jr. announced that he received another letter from the 
National Association of Town Watch informing us that the City of Sanford has won another 
award for National Night Out.    This is Sanford’s thirteenth consecutive year winning the award.   
Mayor Pro Tem Martin thanked Mr. McNeil and City Clerk Bonnie White for their work with 
National Night Out. 
 
 Council Member Mike Stone reminded the public to be safe during the holidays. 
 
 Council Member Steve Brewer asked if we would be having a Law and Finance 
Committee meeting on Wednesday, November 26.   Mr. Hegwer replied that right now, we 
probably will not have enough items for the meeting and it is also the day before Thanksgiving.   
Mr. Brewer stated that he would like this Council to look into an ordinance forbidding tethering 
of dogs like Durham did and he would also like to check into not allowing barbed wire fences in 
residential areas.  Mr. Brewer said he has seen two more instances of it.    Mr. Brewer informed 
the public that Mr. Williams, Mr. Hegwer, and he went to the Congress of Cities in Orlando, 
Florida this year and it was a very informative trip.   He said he would try to have a presentation 
sharing information they gained at the conference in December for Council.    
 
 Mayor Pro Tem Martin asked Mr. Bridwell about the status of the brick sign to be 
installed along U. S. Highway #1 interchange.    Mr. Bridwell said the Appearance Commission 
has looked at it and Public Works is looking at it one more time.    They have a design for the 
actual sign face and they will be bringing it back to Council for approval.  Mr. Martin stated that 
he has had a lot of people to ask if we can do anything about the restriction of how many 
political signs can be placed at intersections.   Council Member Mann said that City Attorney 
Susan Patterson is checking into this.   Mr. Mann and Mr. Martin stated that they had received a 
lot of complaints from citizens regarding this issue. 
 
 Mr. Martin asked if the criteria on people selling hot dogs, etc., has been finalized.   Mr. 
Bridwell advised that the Town of Broadway will meet on this amendment Monday and it will be 
brought back to Council with a recommendation. 
 
 Mr. Brewer asked about the status of the greenways.  Mr. Bridwell replied that staff 
received a letter from DENR on the Brownfield Grant that we have been approved.   Staff is 
doing the final work on the easement and they are working on agreements that deal with 
creditors on properties.   He said we will be getting the agreements signed in concurrence with 
that process.    Mr. Bridwell said the easements are done.    
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 Mr. McNeil asked how far long are we on the Horner Boulevard property donated to the 
City for the Martin Luther King Park.   City Attorney Patterson replied that in doing a title 
search, she found a sliver of land that had not made it to Brick Capital and they are working with 
the prior owner to get this transferred.    They hope to have things going week after next.    Mr. 
McNeil said the Martin Luther King holiday is fast approaching.    Mr. Bridwell added that staff 
is working with Mr. Bill Wilson on the actual design work of the park and will come back to 
Council with a recommendation. 
 
 Mr. Mann asked about the status of the Jonesboro Streetscape project.   Mr.  Hegwer 
replied that we have received a set of plans from Alley, Williams, Carmen, and King who has 
completed the design product.   We have reviewed them and submitted them to Progress Energy 
because there are some power issues involved.   As soon as some of these things are reconciled, 
we can bid the project.
